Japanese-born Kazuo Ishig-
uro has won the Nobel Prize
for Literature for uncovering

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Amazon.com Inc. is experimenting with
a new delivery service intended to make
more products available for free two-day
delivery and relieve overcrowding in its
warehouses, according to two people fa-
miliar with the plan, which will push the
online retailer deeper into functions han-
dled by longtime partners United Parcel
Service Inc. and FedEx Corp.

The service began two years ago in India,
and Amazon has been slowly marketing
it to U.S. merchants in preparation for a
national expansion, said the people, who
asked not to be identified because the U.S.
pilot project is confidential. Amazon is
calling the project Seller Flex, one person
said. The service began on a trial basis this
year in West Coast states with a broader
rollout planned in 2018, the people said.
Amazon declined to comment.Amazon
will oversee pickup of packages from
warehouses of third-party merchants sell-
ing goods on Amazon.com and their deliv-
ery to customers’ homes, the people said
-- work that is now often handled by UPS
and FedEx. Amazon could still use these
couriers for delivery, but the company will
decide how a package is sent instead of
leaving it up to the seller.

Handling more deliveries itself would
give Amazon greater flexibility and con-
trol over the last mile to shoppers’ door-
steps, let it save money through volume
discounts, and help avoid congestion in its
own warehouses by keeping merchandise
in the outside sellers” own facilities.

Last year, Amazon introduced Seller Ful-
filled Prime, which lets merchants who
don’t stow items in Amazon warehouses
still have their products listed with the
Prime badge, meaning they’ll be deliv-
ered within two days. The merchants had
to demonstrate they could meet Amazon’s
delivery pledge, and many used UPS and
FedEx for deliveries. The new service
gives Amazon control over those deliv-
eries instead, even if it continues to use
third-party couriers.

quick access to an abundant assortment of
goods. Its Fulfillment by Amazon offering
already lets merchants ship goods to Am-
azon warehouses around the U.S., where
they can be stored, packed and shipped
to customers. That centralized approach
can create logjams, particularly during the
busy holiday shopping season.

Seller Flex would also give Seattle-based
Amazon more visibility into the ware-
housing and delivery operations of its
merchant partners, potentially helping it
make full use of their product inventory,
storage space and proximity to customers
while still guaranteeing quick delivery.

The project underscores Amazon’s am-
bitions to expand its logistics operations

and wean itself off the delivery networks
of UPS and FedEx. A rush of last-minute
holiday orders in 2013 forced Amazon to
issue refunds to shoppers who didn’t get
gifts in time, highlighting the perils of
being overly dependent on partners for a
main part of its business pledge -- quick,
reliable delivery. Taking over some re-
sponsibility for delivery enables Amazon
to protect that edge as rivals like Wal-Mart
Stores Inc. enhance their own delivery op-
erations.

Amazon is constantly experimenting to
shorten delivery times and reduce costs.
It built a network of “sortation centers”
around the country, where packages are
sorted by zip code and trucked to post
offices, with the U.S. Postal Service han-
dling the final mile of delivery since it al-
ready has workers bringing mail to every
home in the country. It launched Amazon
Flex, which uses independent contractors
driving their own vehicles to deliver pack-
ages from Amazon shipping hubs, guided
by a smartphone app. Prime Now offers

a limited assortment of products, such as
phone chargers and bottled water, in as lit-
tle as an hour to shoppers in many cities.
Many online merchants who sell on Am-
azon’s marketplace pay fees to store
products in the retail giant’s warehouses,
letting Amazon gather and pack products
when orders arrive. But the popularity
of this service strains Amazon’s capacity
during the end-of-year holidays. Online
holiday spending in the U.S. will hit $129
billion this year, up 12 percent from a year
ago, according to Forrester Research Inc.

Smith responded to analysts’ questions re-
garding how Amazon’s $13.7 billion deal
for grocer Whole Foods would impact the
courier business.

“E-commerce is not going to eliminate
the retailing sector of the country,” Fe-

dEx (FDX - Get Report) CEO Fred Smith
emphatically said on the company’s
first-quarter earnings conference call on
Tuesday.

“It’s about 10% now. It’s certainly going
to grow as a percentage. But will it be
half? | doubt it,” Smith added.

Smith was responding to analysts’ ques-
tions regarding how Amazon.com’s
(AMZN - Get Report) $13.7 billion deal
for Whole Foods would impact the courier
business.

“| think you’re going to see e-tailers be-
come more brick-and-mortar,” Smith add-
ed. “And I think you’re going to see brick-
and-mortar become more e-tailers. And
how that all shakes out, | don’t know.”

Smith contended that Amazon’s
move to buy Whole Foods does
not demonstrate the e-commerce
giant’s will to displace the courier
business, rather it just illustrated
its desire to get more into grocery.

“Groceries are heavy, hard to handle, peo-
ple like to come and see the produce and
so forth,” he said.

FedEx’s stock fell after it reported adjust-
ed earnings of $2.51 per share on $15.30
billion in revenue for its first-quarter. Wall
Street was expecting adjusted earnings of
$3.09 per share, on revenue of $15.35 bil-
lion.

The company also lowered its full-year
2018 earnings expectations to between
$11.05 and $11.85 per share, down from
between $12 and $12.80 per share. (Cour-

Austin featured a star-studded lineup of Texas musicians and their famous friends, native celebrities, and two
local Houston heroes. The affair was for Rebuild Texas, the hurricane relief effort created by the Michael & Su-
san Dell Foundation in collaboration with the OneStar Foundation.

Houston Mayor Sylvester Turner
and Harris County Judge Ed Em-
mett, shown at a Sept. 10 Texans
game, announced the first awards
from the Hurricane Harvey Relief
Fund on Tuesday, Oct. 3, 2017.

More than $7.5 million in grants from
the region’s dominant Hurricane Harvey
relief fund were distributed Tuesday to a
bevy of local nonprofits that must get the
money to those in need within 90 days via
home repairs, financial assistance or other
aid.

Mayor Sylvester Turner and Harris County
Judge Ed Emmett announced the awards,
the first from the Hurricane Harvey Relief
Fund set up by the city and county, at the
Midtown headquarters of Interfaith Minis-
tries of Greater Houston, one of 28 recipi-
ents of the first round of funding.

Donors have given more than $79 million
to the Harvey fund being administered by
the Greater Houston Community Founda-
tion, an average of about $80 per gift.
The foundation’s co-chair, businessman
Tony Chase, said the first grants went to

nonprofits with experience responding to
disasters and clear plans to make quick
use of the funds, particularly toward hous-
ing needs

“It’s time for the business of putting these
donations to work for the people who need
the relief,” Turner said.

Citizens in need of help — middle-class
storm victims as well as the indigent —
should continue to reach out to the city
and county, and should also contact the re-
cipient nonprofit, officials said.

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Before You Buy a Used

*Test drive the car under varied road conditions
— on hills, highways, and in stop-and-go traffic.
*Ask for the car’s maintenance record from the
owner, dealer, or repair shop.

*Determine the value of the vehicle before you
negotiate the purchase. Check the National Auto-
mobile Dealers Association’s (NADA) Guides,
Edmunds, Kelley Blue Book, and Consumer
Reports. Some of these organizations charge for
this information.

*Research the upkeep costs for models you’re
interested in, including the frequency of repairs
and maintenance costs.

*Examine the car using an inspection checklist.
You can find checklists in magazines, books, and
on websites that deal with used cars.

*Check whether there are any unrepaired recalls
on a vehicle. Start by asking the dealer if the
vehicle you’re considering has a recall. You

also can check yourself by entering the VIN at
safercar.gov, or by calling the National High-
way Traffic Safety Administration’s (NHTSA)
\ehicle Safety Hotline at 1-888-327-4236. If
there is a recall, ask the dealer to fix it, or to give
you information showing it was fixed. Keep in
mind that federal law doesn’t require dealers

to fix recalls on used cars, so you might need

to get the repair done yourself. But don’t wait
— according to NHTSA, all safety recalls pose
safety risks and, left unrepaired, might lead to
accidents.

*Get an independent review of a vehicle’s histo-
ry. Check a trusted database service that gathers
information from state and local authorities, sal-
vage yards, and insurance companies. For exam-
ple, the Department of Justice’s National Motor
Vehicle Title Information System (NMVTIS) of-
fers information about a vehicle’s title, odometer
data, and certain damage history. Expect to pay a
small fee for each report. The National Insurance
Crime Bureau (NICB) maintains a free database
that includes flood damage and other informa-
tion. You can investigate a car’s history by its
Vehicle Identification Number (VIN). You also
can search online for companies that sell vehicle
history reports. If the report isn’t recent or you
suspect that it has missing or fabricated informa-
tion, verify it with the reporting company.
*Consider hiring a mechanic to inspect the car.
