‘World’s Factory’ Aims For Upgrade W/th ’Made In China’ 2025

China Announces Plan To Upgrade Factories Over Next Decade

(Beijing) — China's State Council has unveiled a
10-year plan for upgrading China's manufactur-
ing capacity so it can catch up with production
powerhouses like Germany and fend off competi-
tion from other developing countries.

The Ministry of Industry and Telecommunication
Technology (MIIT), which led the planning of the
"Made in China 2025" plan, said the strategy is
intended to give China an edge in innovation,
green development and quality goods.

The MIIT put the focus on 10 sectors, including
high-end computerized machinery and robotics,
aerospace equipment, renewable energy cars
and biological medicine.

Sha Nansheng, vice director of the MIIT's Depart-
ment of Science and Technology , said the coun-
try's manufacturing industries are facing pressure
on two fronts: competition from other developing
countries where labor costs are lower and a re-
newed push by developed nations of the West
seeking an advantage in industrial manufacturing.
"If we cannot make products with good quality
and brands, China cannot become a manufactur-
ing powerhouse as we hope," he said. "China
might have also to cede its title as a large manu-
facturer due to competition from other (develop-
ing) countries."

China’ s heyday as the "world’ s factory" is fading
as labor costs rise and export demand has fad-
ed. To address that and other challenges, the
world's second-largest economy has unveiled a
plan to beef up its presence as a global manufac-
turing power.

"Made in China" is a 10-year campaign, ap-
proved by Premier Li Keqgiang, to close the huge
gaps between advanced |ndustr|al natlons and

China, which no longer can rely on low-end man-
ufacturing and exports to fuel its massive econo-
my.
The campaign focuses on a host of problems, in-
cluding a lack of high-quality goods or strong in-
ternational brands, inefficient use of energy and
other resources, and a high environmental toll.
For instance, pollution has contributed to poor air
quality in Beijing and other cities.
It aims to move China higher up the manufactur-
ing chain by focusing more on innovation and cut-
ting-edge technology, including "green" manufac-
turing.
The plan outlines 10 key sectors in which the
country seeks advances, including: information
technology; robotics; medicine and medical devic-
es; and high-tech ships and ocean engineering
equipment.

Pressured to change
Rising labor costs and sluggish foreign demand
for goods are pressuring China, more than other
emerging economies, to create value-added la-
bor and reduce its reliance on exports, said
Klaus Meyer, director of the China Europe Inter-
national Business School’ s Research Center for
Emerging Market Studies in Shanghai.
“There are fewer young laborers available; there-
fore, labor costs, especially in the urban centers
such as Shanghai, are increasing," Meyer said.
"... The model that China has pursued over the
last 30 years, which had a major element of ex-
port-oriented production based on low labor
costs, will not be sustainable.”
Raymond Yeung, a senior economist with ANZ in
Hong Kong, said the plan provides good direc-
tion to promote China as a brand. But whether
the government can carry that out remains to be
seen.
“Obviously, we need the government to open up
the market for foreign access and to allow the pri-
vate sector to take a larger role in the economy
and different sectors," he said. "Deregulation re-
mains a key and the document does not touch
on it in detail.”

Yeung said such measures could come later, an-
nounced by other government departments such
as the National Development Reform Commis-
sion.
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Policy shifts expected
China’ s state-run Xinhua news agency said that,
to help support the market-oriented, govern-
ment-guided plan, a “slew of polices to deepen
institutional reforms and strengthen financial sup-
port” will follow.
While some industries may need government
funding and other support for research and devel-
opment, market involvement is the key to innova-
tion, Yeung said.
He expressed concern about the government's
decision to cherry-pick 10 key sectors, saying
that could be risky.
“What the government actually needs to do is
cultivate an environment and allow the market to
promote different industries when it sees fit,”
Yeung said.

Skimps on private enterprise?

Hu Xingdou, an economist at the Beijing Institute
of Technology, also said he worried the plan
pays little attention to private enterprise, fearing it

may put too much focus on China's large and
less nimble state-owned operations.

"Promoting entrepreneurship and developing an
entrepreneurial spirit is key and entrepreneurs
breed innovation," Hu said. "And to breed innova-
tion, you need private enterprises. Those who
are in charge of state-owned enterprises are not
entrepreneurs, they are administrative officials.”
Made in China 2025 is just the first phase of a
three-stage plan. China aims to be a manufactur-
ing power on par with other major powers by
2049, the 100th anniversary of the founding of
the People's Republic of China. (Courtesy www.

Germany has been pioneering smart manufactur-
ing, which utilizes information technologies. This
so-called fourth industrial revolution - after
steam, electricity and information — connects ma-
chines to a network where production processes
and speeds are automatically adjusted to mini-
mize problems and costs.

Upgrading of manufacturing industries has be-
come urgent in China as its status as the world's
factory is undermined by developing countries
and it seeks a new engine of growth amid a slow-
ing economy.

The "Made in China 2025" plan will embrace the
fourth industrial revolution concept — what some
call Industry 4.0 — while opening itself to ad-
vanced ideas from countries such as the United
States and Britain, the MIIT said.

Li Beiguang, vice director of the MIIT's Depart-
ment of Planning, recently told journalists that
the government will lead the plan, but leave im-
plementation primarily to the market by protect-
ing equal access and competition. (Courtesy eng-

China's Premier Li Kegiang has called for reduc-
tion in the fee of cellphone data plan this past
Tuesday. Li was speaking at a symposium orga-
nized to discuss the current economic situation.
The blue-collar workers with professional skills
need to take advantage of mobile Internet to pass
their expertise to more people, said Ding Lei,
founder and CEO of Netease Inc, at the event.

"But currently our cellular fee is not cheap which
could be a barrier for people to fully utilize
the advantages of the Internet," he added.
The reduction in fee has a high relevance #58
to the development of information infra-
structure.

China wants to reinforce the construction
of the communication infrastructure and in-
crease the network bandwidth amid the
rapid rise in Internet traffic flow.

Premier Li said China's network bandwidth
falls far behind 80 countries in the world, |
according to the assessment of Internation-
al Telecommunication Union, which has a
high potential to be improved. ==
The average Internet speed in the China
last year was 3.8 Mbps, Akamai Technolo-
gies Inc., a cloud services provider in the
United States, said in a report. The average in the
United States was 11.5 Mbps, and the speed in
Hong Kong was 16.3 Mbps.

Li made a similar statement a month ago when he
said that he had noticed during his trips abroad
that the broadband in major cities of some devel-
oping countries was even faster than Beijing's.
China's telecom operators have long been blamed
for providing slow speed and charging higher fees.
So far, there are three operators in China-- China
Mobile, China Unicom and China Telecom.

The telecom providers tried to blame We-
Chat, a social networking app produced
by Tencent, for taking up bandwidth and
causing data traffic jam and imposed us-
age fees in 2013.

The public reacted strongly against it,
complaining about operators' poor service
and hidden charges, and the unfair fees
they were trying to impose.

China has the largest number of Internet
users, with 648 million having Internet ac-
cess at the end of last year, according to
China Internet Network Information Cen-
ter.

Internet use in China more than doubled
in five years, reaching 46.9 percent of the
population.

The number of mobile Internet users reached 527
million and, for the first time, mobiles surpassed
PC as the primacy access point to the Internet.
However, China's average broadband speed only
ranks 71st in the world. The average cost is three
to four times the average level of developed coun-
tries, said a 2011 report released by the Advisory
Committee for State Information, an advisory body
to the government.

Room Of Computer Users In China

On May 15, the three state-run telecoms operators
announced plans to improve services. China Uni-
com said it would improve its broadband speed to
20 Mbps for homes in urban areas in 10 provinc-
es, regions and municipalities in the north by the
end of the year. It said it will also cut the fees it
charges. China Unicom said that Net users in the
capital who had 10 Mbps subscriptions would see
speeds increase by the end of June. Prices would
fall by 300 yuan to 1,480 yuan per year.

China Telecom said it will also raise the speed of
its fixed-line broadband service to 20 Mbps by the

China Declares Victory In US Surveillance Overflight

China declared victory on Friday over an encoun-
ter with a US surveillance aircraft overflying the
contested South China Sea, saying its military
"drove away" the intruder with radio warnings.
Beijing is in the throes of a rapid land-reclama-
tion program in the area, building artificial islands
and facilities including an airstrip -- raising ten-
sions with Washington and the risk of a standoff
on the high seas.

China regards almost the whole of the South Chi-
na Sea as its own and the foreign ministry con-
demned the overflight as "highly irresponsible
and dangerous", warning that such actions could
cause "unwanted incidents".

The US Navy has released video footage taken
from the P-8 Poseidon surveillance plane, which
received several warnings from the Chinese mili-
tary to retreat as it flew over the South China
Sea -- home to vital shipping lanes.

The footage showed a flotilla of vessels carrying
out reclamation works in one lagoon, and an air-
strip under construction on another island.

A CNN crew on board captured a tense radio ex-
change between the US aircraft and Chinese

forces.

“This the Chinese navy... This is the Chinese na-
vy... Please go away... to avoid misunderstand-
ing," a voice can be heard telling the Americans.
The Chinese navy issued eight such warnings
during the P-8's flight near Fiery Cross Reef, one
of the sites of Beijing's land reclamation effort,
CNN reported.

American pilots replied in each case that they
were flying through "international airspace".
Foreign ministry spokesman Hong Lei told a reg-
ular briefing in Beijing: "China garrison troops
drove it away by radio in accordance with rele-
vant regulations.

"US actions have posed threats to the security of
Chinese maritime features, it is highly likely to
cause unwanted incidents, it's highly irresponsi-
ble and dangerous. We are strongly dissatisfied
with this."

He urged the US not to take "any risky and pro-
vocative actions", saying China would "take prop-
er and necessary measures to guard against any
harm to China's maritime features and incidents
in waters and airspace," he added.

As decision day looms for
host city for the 2022 Winter
Olympics, officials in the Chi-
nese capital boasted this
week that they were finally
making progress in cleaning
up their city's notoriously pol-
luted air.
Several months of slightly low-
er pollution levels have been
capped by two weeks of clear
blue skies, leaving many of
Beijing’ s residents smiling.
Nevertheless, environmental
experts said it is far too early
to declare victory, and that a
marginal improvement in air
quality did not imply that the
battle against pollution had
been won.
Efforts to cut coal consump-
tion in Beijing and the neigh-
boring province of Hebei, in-
cluding the closure of two
coal-fired power plants in the
capital in March, have begun
to have an effect, officials
from Beijing’ s environmental
protection bureau told report-
ers Thursday. Nearly half a
million old vehicles were also
taken off the city’ s streets last
year.
As a result, Beijing recorded a
19 percent drop in the aver-
age PM2.5 level — a measure
that records small particles in
the air that enter people’ s
lungs and pose a major health
threat — in the first four
months of the year. The city al-
so recorded 57 days officially
classified as having “good air
quality,” an increase of eight
from the same time last year,
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though China’ s benchmark

The data is largely consistent An air intake device collects

with observations by environ-
mental groups here: Green-
peace recorded a 13 percent
decline in PM2.5 levels in the
first quarter.

“This means that the govern-
ment’ s strict pollution controls
are working, at least enough
to record a modest improve-
ment on last year,” said Fang
Yuan, a spokesman for the Cli-
mate and Energy Program of
Greenpeace East Asia.

But he cautioned that “this is
the only silver lining in a situa-
tion where 90 percent of cities
still record levels of pollution
that far exceed China’ s own

air quality standards” —
which are already more lax
than U.S. standards.

In China, the air quality is con-
sidered good when the
24-hour average PM2.5 level
falls below 70 micrograms per
cubic meter of air. In the Unit-
ed States, that level would be
classified as “unhealthy.”
China's leaders have declared
a “war on pollution” and un-
veiled a national plan to im-
prove air quality in late 2013.
On Thursday, the city’ s ad-
ministration invited reporters
for a day of presentations
about its efforts to clean up
the air, to support Beijing’ s
bid to host the 2022 Winter

Olympics. They said the main
Olympic sites — Yanging in
north Beijing and Chongli in
neighboring Hebei province —
enjoy some of the best air in
northern China.
But environmentalist Ma Jun
said that if favorable weather
were removed from the equa-
tion, Beijing’ s air pollution
might still be high. He urged
the authorities to push harder
to cut emissions and also high-
lighted concerns that pollution
is being transferred to central
and western areas of China,
as eastern coastal areas cut
back on coal consumption but
some heavy industry moves
west.
“We need to apply equally
strict standards to the mid-
western areas and equally
strict law enforcement,” said
Ma, whose Institute for Public
and Environmental Affairs is
also pushing for more disclo-
sure of pollution data from fac-
tories and other sources in
central and western areas.
Greenpeace is also arguing
for regional caps on coal con-
sumption within China and for
reducing PM2.5 level targets
across the country.
The decision over which city
will host the 2022 Winter
Olympics, a toss-up between
Almaty, Kazakhstan, and Bei-
jing, will be announced July
